Motion by Commissioner Wedel, seconded by Commissioner Westerlund and carried, all members
voting yes to acknowledge the October 12, 2010 County Board minutes.

Motion by Commissioner Napstad, seconded by Commissioner Tveit and carried, all members voting
yes to approve the Consent Agenda as follows: A) Correspondence File: October 12, 2010 — October
25, 2010; B) Approve County Board Minutes: October 5, 2010; C) Approve Commissioner Warrants:

WHEREAS, Contract No. 20096 — Project No. SP 01-070-01- Intersection Lighting at various
locations throughout Aitkin County has in all been completed, and the County Board being fully
advised in the premises.

NOW THEN BE IT RESOLVED, That we do hereby accept said completed projects for and in
behalf of the County of Aitkin and authorize final payment to Granite Ledge Electrical Contractors in
the amount of $1,000.00 as specified herein.

WHEREAS, Contract No. 20098 - Project No. SAP 01-605-11 - Milling and Bituminous Overlay on
CSAH No. 5 has in all been completed, and the County Board being fully advised in the premises.

NOW THEN BE IT RESOLVED, That we do hereby accept said completed projects for and in
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behalf of the County of Aitkin and authorize final payment to Knife River Corp in the amount of
$33,507.85 as specified herein.

Motion for a resolution by Commissioner Wedel, seconded by Commissioner Westerlund and carried,
all members voting yes to approve resolution — Support for Cuyuna Lakes Trail Project:

WHEREAS, the Cuyuna Lakes Trail has been designed as a State Trail from Aitkin, Minnesota to the
Paul Bunyan Trail in Brainerd, Minnesota, and

WHEREAS, the City of Aitkin, Aitkin County, the Cuyuna Lakes Trail Association, and the
Minnesota Department of Natural Resources are working cooperatively to determine the preferred
route for this trail in Crow Wing County and Aitkin County, and

WHEREAS, the first of three phases of the trail construction in Aitkin County is anticipated to be
constructed by 2011, and

WHEREAS, the second phase of construction is being planned for 2015, and

WHEREAS, the project is eligible for Transportation Enhancement Funds through the Northeast
Minnesota Area Transportation Partnership, and

WHEREAS, in order to be considered for funding, Aitkin County is required to act as fiscal agent to
this project for the City of Aitkin.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Aitkin County supports efforts by the City of
Aitkin to secure funding for this project and further agrees to act as fiscal agent of Phase Il of the
Cuyuna Lakes Trail project in Aitkin County.

Motion for a resolution by Commissioner Napstad, seconded by Commissioner Tveit and carried, all
members voting yes to approve resolution — Initial Support for Mississippi River Trail:

WHEREAS, the Mississippi River is well known throughout America and the world, and

WHEREAS, the hills, trees and waters centered upon the Mississippi River are quite beautiful to
residents and tourists alike, and

WHEREAS, the Mississippi River has served through time as a corridor of exploration, travel, and
settlement, and

WHEREAS, the Mississippi River is a corridor of great natural significance and importance within
Minnesota and America, and

WHEREAS, the Mississippi River Trail is a bicycle route that offers an opportunity for extraordinary
adventure along the entire river from the Headwaters in Lake Itasca State Park in Minnesota to the
Gulf of Mexico in Louisiana, and

WHEREAS, the Mississippi River Trail relies exclusively on existing highway shoulders, low-
volume paved roads and paved recreational trails, and

WHEREAS, the route will likely evolve and improve as road improvements are made and suitable
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paved recreational trails become available, and

WHEREAS, the Mississippi River Trail will generate additional economic activity within Mississippi
River host communities, and

WHEREAS, a continuous string of local resolutions of support for the Mississippi River Trail will
strengthen individual and collective funding requests for projects that protect, enhance or promote
resources that enrich the traveler’s experience, and

WHEREAS, even though the Minnesota Department of Transportation will continue to maintain
statewide mapping and information regarding the Mississippi River Trail, convene meetings and
facilitate the resolution of issues and alignment selection within the State, the Mississippi River Trail
will be managed collaboratively by all road and trail authorities that comprise the trail.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Aitkin County supports the collective efforts of the
Minnesota Department of Transportation and other road and trail authorities that comprise the
Mississippi River Trail and authorizes Aitkin County Engineer, John Welle to represent the County in
ongoing collaborative discussions, and in matters of a general nature regarding the operation and
location of the Mississippi River Trail within its administrative boundaries.

Motion for resolution by Commissioner Napstad, seconded by Commissioner Tveit and carried, all
members voting yes to approve resolution: Amendment — Final Contract Payment S.A.P. 01-608-18:

WHEREAS, Contract No. 20097 — Project No. SAP 01-601-18- Grading, Shoulder Widening,
Aggregate Base, Culvert Replacement, Bituminous Milling, Removal, and Surfacing on CSAH No. 1
has in all been completed, and the County Board being fully advised in the premises, and

WHEREAS, Total project amount is $1,435,370.22 — an increase of $7,588.50 from $1,427,781.72.
