Bill Pratt, and Anne Marcotte was delayed due to road construction but arrived at 9:05 
a.m.  Others present included:  County Administrator Jessica Seibert, Health & Human 
Services Director Cynthia Bennett, Fiscal Supervisor Kathleen Ryan, Financial Services 
Supervisor Jessi Goble, Social Services Supervisor Children’s Services Jessi Schultz, 
Social Services Supervisor Adult Services Kim Larson, Public Health Supervisor Erin 
Melz, Health & Human Services Administrative Assistant Shawn Speed, and Guests: 
Carole Holten and Marlene Abear/H&HS Advisory Committee Members.

Bills 
Commissioner Marcotte requested more information related to mental health bills and 
treatment center payments.  Kathy Ryan provided the information relating to each to 
Commissioner Marcotte’s satisfaction.  Motion by Commissioner Westerlund, seconded 
by Commissioner Pratt and carried, all members voting yes to approve the bills. 

 

Legislative Updates 
Cynthia Bennett, Health & Human Services Director, briefed the Board on recent 
legislative changes. 

 Mental Health Innovative Grant was funded. 

 There was no cut to funding for the METS system, however there also was no 
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additional funding granted for needed improvements to the system. 

 SHIP Grant was funded. 

 There was an increase in funding to Evidence Based Family home visits. 

 The more concerning issue is the cost shift related to the MNChoices area.  It is 
unknown at this time how this will impact operations on a county level. 

 Commissioner Wedel asked about any speculation on changes that will come for 
the county with the new American Healthcare Act. 

 Unknown how this will turn out, yet it looks like there will be significant cuts 
across the board for Health and Human Services.  The Public Health funding will 
be cut and there will be significant impacts to Medicaid and MN Care. 

 This will ultimately impact funding for people in nursing homes. 

 Commissioner Marcotte asked about Anoka Metro Regional Treatment Center 
and whether or not we were pushing for legislation to provide a step between the 
treatment center and being placed in a community? 

 Cynthia Bennett provided information about her MACSSA Conference, 
discussions on the subject, and the need for transitional housing for persons 
needing to be discharged from Anoka to communities. 

 Kim Larson added to the discussion about initiatives, Zero Reject Housing, and 
the SAMHSA Grant which helps to develop housing for people in transition. 

 Kim Larson also provided information on a visit to an Itasca County facility by 
Region 5+ and how Region 5+ would like to eventually develop something similar 
to the Itasca County model but on a smaller scale. 

 

New Personnel Introduction 
Commissioner Wedel introduced Shawn Speed as the new Health and Human Services 
Administrative Assistant. 
  

Financial Reports 
Kathleen Ryan reviewed the financial statement for the board. 

 We are on budget. 

 Some out of home placement costs have been a bit higher. 

 Child protection costs, related to court ordered assessments, have been higher 
but we are still within budget. 

 Will be posting the first half of levy dollars this month which will be seen in next 
month’s statement. 

 

Fair Booth Update 
Erin Melz provided the board with a Fair Booth update. 

 Focusing on injury prevention. 

 Had great participation from staff members, advisory board members, and 
commissioners that have signed up to staff the booth. 

 Roth RV is again providing a Moms and Infants rest area RV. 

 Lots of education and prizes this year. 

 Sun protection always a big topic. 
 

Joint Powers Board Reports 
Erin Melz provided the board with information from the last meeting. 

 Talked about a presentation by Ginger Parlanti, Public Health Supervisor for 
Itasca County and Healthy Families in America Coordinator on Healthy Families. 

 Our H&HS Advisor Committee is our advisory committee for that program. 

 Discussed SHIP program.

 Committee Members Carole Holten and Marlene Abear provided details of last 
meeting. 

 Explained that they have been getting reports from various groups explaining 
what they are doing and how much that is helping the committee members 
understand their role. 

 Angels of McGregor have started working in McGrath area to help people stay in 
their homes and are working on possibly setting up a satellite location there. 

 Committee was given a presentation on immunizations and the SHIP program.

On June 13,2017, the Aitkin County Board of Commissioners adopted a resolution electing
jurisdiction to carry out the compliance provisions of MN Statutes 1038.101 , Subd .12a and
103F.48 (the buffer law). ln doing so, the County must adopt an Ordinance to carry out the
compliance provisions.

Commissioner Anne Marcotte, Commissioner Bill Pratt, County Highway Engineer John Welle,
SWCD Manager Steve Hughes and myself have reviewed the enclosed draft Buffer
Ordinance. The draft is based off the model Ordinance created by the Board of Water and Soil
Resources in order to fulfill the requirements of the above mentioned Statutes.

At the July 1 1,2017 Aitkín County Board of Commissioners meeting I will request approval to
hold a public hearing on the proposed Buffer Ordinance and answer any questions the Board
may have on the Ordinance or adoption process. The County Board will have to determine
when, and before whom, to hold the public hearing. Enclosed is a proposed notice of hearing
to adopt the Buffer Ordinance.

The Aitkin County Planning Commission will hold a public hearing on the adoption of the
Aitkin County Buffer Ordinance. The hearing will be conducted on August 21,2017, at
4:00pm in the Aitkin County Board of Commissioners Room of the Aitkin County
Courthouse. The Planning Commission will make a recommendation on the adoption of
the Buffer Ordinance to the County Board of Commissioners for final review at a
regularly scheduled board meeting on September 12,2017, at 9:30am.

The Aitkin County Buffer Ordinance is proposed for adoption in order to meet the
requirements of MN Statutes 1038101, Subd, 12a and MN Statutes 103E.48. The Buffer
Ordinance identifies the width of buffer areas required on public ditches as shown on a
buffer protection map, describes how to measure the buffer width, explains the uses that
are allowed within the buffer area, allowed exemptions to the buffer requirements and
alternative buffer practices. The remainder of the Ordinance explains how the County
will handle complaints, noncompliance issues and enforcement.

1.0 STATUTORY AUTHORIZATION AND POLICY

1.1 Statutory Authorization. This buffer ordinance is adopted pursuant to
the authorization and policies contained in Minn. Stat. 103F.48 and the county
planning and zoning enabling legislation in Minn. Stat. Chapter 394.

1.2 Purpose and lntent. lt is the purpose and intent of the County to:

A. Provide for riparian vegetated buffers and water quality practices to
achieve the following purposes:

(1) Protect state water resources from erosion and runoff pollution;
(2) Stabilize soils, shores and banks; and
(3) Protect or provide riparian corridors.

B. Coordinate the implementation and enforcement of the water
resources riparian protection requirements of Minn. Stat. 103F.48 with the
shoreland management rules and ordinances adopted under the authoríty
of Mínn. Stat. 103F.201 to 103F.227 adopted underthe authority of and
the management of public drainage systems established under Minn. Stat.
Chapter 103E where applicable; and

C. Províde efficient and effectíve direction to landowners and protection of
surface water quality and related land resources.

2.0 DEFINITIONS AND GENERAL PROV¡SIONS

2.1 Definitions. Unless specificalfy defined below, words or phrases used ín thís
ordinance shall be interpreted to give them the same meaning they have in
common usage and to give this ordinance it's most reasonable application. For
the purpose of this ordinance, the words "must" and "shall" are mandatory and
not permissive. All distances, unless othenruise specified, are measured
horizontally.

2.1.1 "Buffer" has the meaníng provided in Minn. Stat. 103F.48,
Subd.1(c).

2.1.2 "Buffer protection map" has the meaning provided in Minn. Stat.
103F.48, Subd.1(d) and available on the Department of Natural
Resources website.

2.1.3 "BWSR" means the Board of Water and Soil Resources



2.1.4 "County" means Aitkin County a political subdivision in the state of
Minnesota.

2.1.5 "Cultivation farming" means practices that disturb root or soil
structure or that impair the viability of perennial vegetation due to cutting
or harvesting near the soil surface.

2.1.6 "Drainage authority" has the meaning provided in Minn. Stat
103E.005, subd.9.

2.1.7 "Local water management authority" has the meaning provided in
Minn. Stat. 103F.48, Subd.1(g).

2.1.8 "Normal water level" means the level evidenced by the long-term
presence of surface water as indicated directly by hydrophytic plants or
hydric soils or indirectly determined via hydrological models or analysis.

2.1.9 "Public drainage system" has the meaning given in Minn. Stat.
103E.005, subd.12.

2.1.10 "SWCD" means the Aítkin County Soil and Water Conservation
District.

2.2 Severability. lf any sectíon, clause, provision or portion of this ordinance is
adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the
remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected thereby.

2.3 lnterpretation. ln their interpretation and application, the provisions of this
ordinance shall be held to be minimum requirements and shall be liberally
construed in favor of the governing body and shall not be deemed a limitation or
repeal of any other powers granted by State Statutes.

2.4 Data sha ri n g/management.

2.3.1 The county may enter into arrangements with an SWCD, a
watershed district if applicable, BWSR and other partíes with respect to
the creation and maintenance of, and access to, data concerning buffers
and alternative practices under this ordinance.

2.3.2 The County will manage all such data in accordance with the
Minnesota Data Practices Act and any other applicable laws.



3.0 JURISDICTION

3.1 Jurisdiction. The provisions of this ordinance apply to all waters, íncluding
public drainage systems for which the County is the drainage authority under
Minn. Stat. Chapter 103E, shown on the buffer protection map.

4.0 BUFFERREQUIREMENTS

4.1 Gompliance determinations. Compliance status will be determined by the
soil and water conservation district on a parcel by parcel basis as identifíed by a
unique locally defined property identification number or description and the
compliance status of each bank, or edge of a water body on an individual parcel
will be determined independently.

4.2 BuÍier width. Except as provided in subsectíon 4.5, a landowner must
establish and maíntain a buffer area as follows:

(a) Fifty (50) foot average width and a thirty (30) foot minimum wídth bufler
as measured accordíng to subsection 4.3 for waters shown on the buffer
protection map requiring said width, unless a greater width is required in
Sections 5.3'1 and 5.62 of the Aitkin County Shoreland Management
Ordinance.

(b) Síxteen and a half (16.5) foot minimum wídth buffer as measured
according to subsection 4.3 for waters shown on the buffer protection map
requiring said width, unless a greater width is requíred in Sections 5.31
and 5.62 of the Aitkin County Shoreland Management Ordinance.

(c) Compliance with subsection 4.2(a) and (b) also constitutes compliance
with Aitkin County Shoreland Management Ordinance Section 5.62.

4.3 Measurement.

(a) The measurement of the required buffer on land adjacent to a water
requiring a fifty (50) foot average width and a thirty (30) foot minimum
width buffer must be from the top or crown of the bank. Where there is no
defined bank, measurement must be from the edge of the normal water
level.

(b) The measurement of the required buffer on land adjacent to a water
requiring a sixteen and a half (16.5) foot minimum width butfer must be in
the same manner as for measuring the vegetated grass strip under Minn.
Stat. 103F-.021.

4.4 Use of Buffer Area. A buffer as defined in this ordinance may not be put to
any use that would remove or prevent the permanent growth of perennial



vegetation, such as cultivation farming, except as provided in sections 4.5 and
4.6.

4.5 Exemptions. The requirement of subsection 4.1 does not apply to land that
is exempted under Minn.Stat.103F.48, Subd.5.

4.6 Alternative Practices. An owner of land that is used for cultivation farming
may demonstrate compliance with subsection 4.2by establíshing and
maintaining an alternative riparian water quality practice(s), or combination of
structural, vegetative, and management practice(s) which provide water quality
protection comparable to the water quality protection provided by a required
buffer as defined in subsections 4.1 to 4.3, based on:

(a) the Natural Resources Conservation Service Field Office Technical
Guide; or

(b) Other practices adopted by BWSR

5.0 COMPLIANCE DETERMINATIONS

5.1 Notification of Noncompliance" When the County observes a potential
noncompliance or receives a third party complaint from a private individual or
entity, or from another public agency, it will consult with the SWCD to determine
the appropriate course of action to confirm compliance status. This may include
communicatíon with the landowner or operator, inspection or other appropriate
steps necessary to verify the compliance status of the parcel. On the basis of
this coordination, the SWCD may issue a notification of noncompliance to the
County. lf the SWCD does not issue such a notification, the County will not
pursue a compliance or enforcement action under Minnesota Statutes 103F.48
and subsection 6.2.

5.1.1 At anytime during noncompfiance, the landowner or operator may
provide documentation of compliance to the swcD. The swcD will
evaluate the documentation, or review the buffer and/or alternative
practices to determine if the parcel is in compliance and issue its
determination in writing to the landowner or operator. The swcD may
issue a validation of compliance if applicable and requested by the
landowner or operator. A validation of compliance must also be sent to
the County. The SWCD must send a copy of a noncompliance
determination to the County and BWSR.

5.2 Corrective Action Notice. On receipt of a notification of noncompliance,
the County will issue the landowner of record a corrective action notice that will

(a) include a list of corrective actíons needed to come into compliance with
the requirements of Minn. Stat, 103F.48;



(b) provide a time line for complying with this notice;

(c) provide a compliance standard against which it willjudge the corrective
action; and

(d) include a statement that failure to respond to this notice will result in
criminal charges filed by the County.

The County in its judgment also may name as a responsible party a tenant
of other person with control over that part of the property subject to section
4.0. The County may deliver or transmit the corrective action notice by
any means reasonably determined to reach the landowner or operator,
and will document receipt. However, a faílure to document receipt will not
preclude the County from demonstratíng receipt or knowledge of the
corrective action notice in an enforcement proceeding under section 6.0.
The County must send a copy of the notice to the SWCD and BWSR.

5.2.1 At any time during noncompliance, the landowner or operator may
provide documentation of compliance to the SWCD or County. ln
addition, the landowner or operator may supply information in support of a
request to modify a correctíve actíon or the timelíne for compliance. on
the basis of any such submittal or at its own discretion, the County, in
writing, may modify the corrective action notice and timeline in accordance
with this section. The SWCD should determíne if the noncompliance has
been fully corrected and issue its determination ín writing to the landowner
or operator and the County.

5.2.2 The swcD may issue a validation of compliance if requested by the
landowner. On County receipt of the validation the corrective action notice
will be deemed withdrawn for the purpose of section 6.0, and the subject
property will not be subject to enforcement under that section.

5.2.3 A notice of noncompliance is not considered a final decision subject
to appeal to BWSR.

6.0 ENFORCEMENT

6.1 A landowner who does not comply with the corrective action notice issued
under section 5.0 shall be remedied as a misdemeanor and shall be punishable
as defined by law.

6.2 Any person, firm or corporation who violates, disobeys, omits, neglects or
refuses to comply with, or who resists the enforcement of any other provisions of
this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, punishable by $t 000.00 and/or
90 days imprisonment or both. Each day that a violation is permitted to exist



shall constitute a separate offense. The County Attorney shall have the authority
to prosecute any and all violations of this Ordinance.

6.3 ln the event of a violation or a threatened violation of this ordinance, Aítkin
county, in addition to other remedies, may institute appropriate actions or
proceedings to prevent, restrain, or abate such violations or threatened
violations. The County may and is empowered to issue citations for violatíons of
this Ordinance.

Summary of lssue:
At the June 13, 2017 , County Board meeting, a brief presentation was given describing what individual disaster
abatements are and how they work. Today we will consider a specific case.

Parcel 07-0-047701had a fire in April2015 that destroyed the house and attached garage. Please see the photos on
the attached page. The building value reduction was $66,800 due to the total loss of this structure. A detached garage,
apron, and salvage barn shed were not damaged.

Since the destroyed buildings were unusable for 8 full months of 2015, the tax reduction due to the disaster is prorated
as follows:

2015 Payable Tax Before Disaster: $1608
2015 Payable Tax After Disaster: $1'120
Number of Months Unusable: 8
Calculation According to Statute: (1608-1 120) x (8112)
2015 Payable Abatement Amount: $326

This situation meets the statutory requirements of the disaster abatement program

Alternatives, Options, Effects on Others/Comments:
Approval of this abatement may encourage others with similar situations to request the same tax relief. While the
volume of these abatements is not expected to be large, we cannot accurately predict this volume. Each of these cases
will be brought to the County Board for their consideration.

Recommended Action/Motion :

I recommend the Board approve a motion to grant this abatement. lf approved, paperurork will begin to process this as
soon as possible.

Aitkin County has offered a premium paid subscription service on the GIS website for several years. This subscription
allows a user to access items such as building square footage, sales information, and building sketches. We currently
have 17 subscribers that include real estate companies, insurance companies, contractors, and appraisers. The access
fee is $180 per year.

We recently received a request to include the assessor photos as part of this service. The assessor photos database
typically includes the front and rear exterior house photos and outbuilding photos. These photos are currently used by
internal Aitkin County government users to help identify, value, and classify properties. This data is considered public
data but has not previously been made available to the public in this type of format. Some other counties do provide
these photos on a subscription basis.

Staff makes an effort to not include images of personal property or people in the database since we have no interest in
these types of photos. However, we cannot exclude all instances of these images. lf a property owner asks that we not
take photos, then staff refrains from taking photos.

$ 3.6.3.2 The issuance of a Certificate for Payment shall not be a representation that the Architect has (1) made
exhaustive or continuous on-site inspections to check the quality or quantity of the Work, (2) reviewed construction
means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures, (3) reviewed copies ofrequisitions received from
Subcontractors and material suppliers and other data requested by the Owner to substantiate the Contractor's right to
payment, or (4) ascertained how or for what purpose the Contractor has used money previously paid on account of
the Contract Sum.

S 3.6.3.3 The Architect shall maintain a record of the Applications and Certificates for Payment.

s 3.6.4 SUBMTTTALS

S 3.6.4.1 The Architect shall review the Contractor's submittal schedule and shall not unreasonably delay or
withhold approval. The Architect's action in reviewing submittals shall be taken in accordance with the approved
submittal schedule or, in the absence of an approved submittal schedule, with reasonable promptness while allowing
sufficient time in the Architect's professional judgment to permit adequate review.

S 3.6.4.2 In accordance with the Architect-approved submittal schedule, the Architect shall review and approve or
take other appropriate action upon the Contractor's submittals such as Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples,
but only for the limited purpose of checking for conformance with information given and the design concept
expressed in the Contract Documents, not for substitution for or deviation from the requirements of the Contract
Documents. Review of such submittals is not for the purpose of determining the accuracy and completeness of other
information such as dimensions, quantities, and installation or performance of equipment or systems, which are the
Contractor's responsibility. The Architect's review shall not constitute approval ofsafety precautions or, unless
otherwise specifically stated by the Architect, ofany construction means, methods, techniques, sequences or

S 3.6'4'3 If the Contract Documents specifically require the Contractorto provide professional design services or
certifications by a design professional related to systems, materials or equipment, the Architect shall specify the
appropriate performance and design criteria that such services must satisfr. The Architect shall review Shop
Drawings and other submittals related to the Work designed or certified by the design professional retained by the
Contractor that bear such professional's seal and signature when submitted to the Architect. The Architect shall be
entitled to rely upon the adequacy, accuracy and completeness ofthe services, certifications and approvals
performed or provided by such design professionals.

$ 3.6.4.4 Subject to the provisions of Section 4.3,the Architect shall review and respond to requests for information
about the Contract Documents. The Architect shall set forth in the Contract Documents the requirements for requests
for information. Requests for information shall include, at a minimum, a detailed written statement that indicates the
specific Drawings or Specifications in need of clarification and the nature of the clarification requested. The
Architect's response to such requests shall be made in writing within any time limits agreed upon, or otherwise with
reasonable promptness. If appropriate, the Architect shall prepare and issue supplemental Drawings and
Specifications in response to requests for information.

$ 3.6.4.5 The Architect shall maintain a record of submittals and copies of submittals supplied by the Contractor in
accordance with the requirements of the Coirtract Documents.

$ 3.6.5 CHANGES lN THE WORK

$ 3.6.6.1 The Architect shall conduct inspections to determine the date or dates of Substantial Completion and the
date of final completion; issue Certificates of Substantial Completion; receive from the Contractor and forward to
the Owner, for the Owner's review and records, written warranties and related documents required by the Contract
Documents and assembled by the Contractor; and issue a final Certificate for Payment based upon a final inspection
indicating the Work complies with the requirements of the Contract Documents.

S 3'6.6.2 The Architect's inspections shall be conducted with the Owner to check conformance of the Work with the
requirements of the Contract Documents and to verify the accuracy and completeness of the list submitted by the
Contractor of Work to be completed or corrected.

S 3.6.6.3 When the Work is found to be substantially complete, the Architect shall inform the Owner about the
balance of the Contract Sum remaining to be paid the Contractor, including the amount to be retained from the
Contract Sum, if any, for final completion or correction of the Work.

S 3'6'6.4 The Architect shall forward to the Owner the following information received from the Contractor: (l)
consent ofsurety or sureties, ifany, to reduction in or partial release ofretainage or the making offinal payment; (2)
affidavits, receipts, releases and waivers of liens or bonds indemnifting the Owner against liens; and (3) any other
documentation required of the Contractor under the Contract Documents.

S 3.6.6.5 Upon request of the Owner, and prior to the expiration of one year from the date of Substantial Completion,
the Architect shall, without additional compensation, conduct a meeting with the Owner to review the facility
operations and performance.
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ARTICLE 4 ADDITIONAL SERVICES

ARTICLE 5 OWNER'S RESPONSIBILITIES

$ 5'1 Unless otherwise provided for under this Agreement, the Owner shall provide information in a timely manner
regarding requirements for and limitations on the Project, including a written program which shall set forth the
Owner's objectives, schedule, constraints and criteria, including space requirements and relationships, flexibility,
expandability, special equipment, systems and site requirements. Within 15 days after receipt of a written ..qu"rt
from the Architect, the Owner shall furnish the requested information as necessary and relevant for the Architect to
evaluate, give notice ofor enforce lien rights.

$ 5.2 The Owner shall establish and periodically update the Owner's budget for the Project, including (l) the budget
for the Cost of the Work as defined in Section 6.1; (2) the Owner's other costs; and, (3) reasonable cãntingencies-
related to all of these costs. If the Owner significantly increases or decreases the Owner's budget for the Cost of the
V/ork, the Owner shall notifu the Architect. The Owner and the Architect shall thereafter agree to a corresponding
change in the Project's scope and quality.

structures; designated wetlands; adjacent drainage; rights-of-way, restrictions, easements, encroachments, zoning,
deed restrictions, boundaries and contours ofthe site; locations, dimensions and necessary data with respect to
existing buildings, other improvements and trees; and information concerning available utility services and lines,
both public and private, above and below grade, including inverts and depths. All the information on the survey shall
be referenced to a Project benchmark.

$ 5.5 The
services of geotechnical engineers, which may include but are not limited to test borings, test pits, determinations of
soil bearing values, percolation tests, evaluations of hazardous materials, seismic evaluation, ground conosion tests
and resistivity tests, including necessary operations for anticipating subsoil conditions, with written reports and
appropriate recommendations.

$ 5'7 The Owner shall furnish tests, inspections and reports required by law or the Contract Documents, such as
structural, mechanical, and chemical tests, tests for air and water pollution, and tests for hazardous materials.

$ 5'8 The owner shall furnish all legal, insurance and accounting services, including auditing services, that may be
reasonably necessary at any time for the Project to meet the Owner's needs and interests.

$ 5.9 The Owner shall provide prompt written notice to the Architect if the Owner becomes aware of any fault or
defect in the Project, including errors, omissions or inconsistencies in the Architect's Instruments of Service.

$ 5.10 Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, or when direct communications have been specially
authorized, the Owner shall endeavor to communicate with the Contractor and the Architect's consultants through
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the Architect about matters arising out of or relating to the Contract Documents. The Owner shall promptly notiff
the Architect of any direct communications that may affect the Architect's services.

$ 5.11 Before executing the Contract for Construction, the Owner shall coordinate the Architect's duties and
responsibilities set forth in the Contract for Construction with the Architect's services set forth in this Agreement.
The Owner shall provide the Architect a copy of the executed agreement between the Owner and Contractor,
including the General Conditions of the Contract for Construction.

I 5,13 The Owner shall be responsible for all permits necessary for the operation and maintenance of the completed
Project.

ARTICLE 6 COST OF THE WORK

$ 6.'l For purposes of this Agreement, the Cost of the Work shall be the total cost to the Owner to construct all
elements ofthe Project designed or specified by the Architect and shall include contractors' general conditions costs,
overhead and profit. The Cost of the Work does not include the compensation of the Architect, the costs of the land,
rights-of-way, financing, contingencies for changes in the Work or other costs that are the responsibility of the
Owner.

$ 6.2 The Owner's budget for the Cost of the Work is provided in Initial Information, and may be adjusted
throughout the Project as required under Sections 5.2,6.4 and 6.5. Evaluations of the Owner's budget for the Cost of
the Work, the preliminary estimate of the Cost of the Work and updated estimates of the Cost of the Work prepared
by the Architect, represent the Architect's judgment as a design professional. It is recognized, however, that neither
the Architect nor the Owner has control over the cost of labor, materials or equipment; the Contractor's methods of
determining bid prices; or competitive bidding, market or negotiating conditions. Accordingly, the Architect cannot
and does not warrant or represent that bids or negotiated prices will not vary from the Owner's budget for the Cost
of the Work or from any estimate of the Cost of the Work or evaluation prepared or agreed to by the Architect.

$ 6.3 In preparing estimates of the Cost of Work, the Architect shall be permitted to include contingencies for
design, bidding and price escalation; to determine what materials, equipment, component systems and types of
construction are to be included in the Contract Documents; to make reasonable adjustments in the program and
scope of the Project; and to include in the Contract Documents alternate bids as may be necessary to adjust the
estimated Cost ofthe Work to meet the Owner's budget for the Cost of the Work. The Architect's estimate of the
Cost of the Work shall be based on current area, volume or similar conceptual estimating techniques. If the Owner
requests detailed cost estimating services, the Architect shall provide such services as an Additional Service under
Article 4.

$ 6.4 If the Bidding or Negotiation Phase has not commenced within 90 days after the Architect submits the
Construction Documents to the Owner, through no fault of the Architect, the Owner's budget for the Cost of the
Work shall be adjusted to reflect changes in the general level of prices in the applicable construction market.

$ ô.5 If at any time the Architect's estimate of the Cost of the Work exceeds the Owner's budget for the Cost of the
Work, the Architect shall make appropriate recommendations to the Owner to adjust the Project's size, quality or
budget for the Cost of the Work, and the Owner shall cooperate with the Architect in making such adjustments.

.2 authorize rebidding or renegotiating of the Project within a reasonable time;

.3 terminate in accordance with Section 9.5;

.4 in consultation with the Architect, revise the Project program, scope, or quality as required to reduce
the Cost of the Work; or

.5 implement any other mutually acceptable alternative.
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$ 6.7 If the Owner chooses to proceed under Section 6á4-, 6.6.4 and the Archi
of Work. the Architect, without additional compensation, shall modifo the Construction Documents as necessary to
comply with the Owner's budget for the Cost of the Work at the conclusion of the Construction Documents Phase
Services, or the budget as adjusted under Section 6.6.1. The Architect's modification of the Construction Documents
shall be the limit of the Architect's responsibility under this Article 6.

ARTICLE 7 COPYRIGHTS AND LICENSES

$ 7.1 The Architect and the Owner warrant that in transmitting Instruments of Service, or any other information, the
transmitting party is the copyright owner of such information or has permission from the copyright owner to
transmit such information for its use on the Project. If the Owner and Architect intend to transmit Instruments of
Service or any other information or documentation in digital form, they shall endeavor to establish necessary
protocols governing such transmissions.

$ 7.2 The Architect and the Architect's consultants shall be deemed the authors and owners of their respective
Instruments of Service, including the Drawings and Specifications, and shall retain all common law, statutory and
other reserved rights, including copyrights. Submission or distribution of Instruments of Service to meet official
regulatory requirements or for similar purposes in connection with the Project is not to be construed as publication
in derogation of the reserved rights of the Architect and the Architect's consultants.

$ 7.3 Upon execution of this Agreement, the Architect grants to the Owner a nonexclusive license to use the
Architect's Instruments of Service solely and exclusively for purposes of constructing, using, maintaining, altering
and adding to the Project, provided that the Owner substantially performs its obligations, including prompt payment
of all sums when due, under this Agreement. The Architect shall obtain similar nonexclusive licenses from the
Architect's consultants consistent with this Agreement. The license granted under this section permits the Owner to
authorize the Contractor, Subcontractors, Sub-subcontractors, and material or equipment suppliers, as well as the
Owner's consultants and separate contractors, to reproduce applicable portions of the Instruments of Service solely
and exclusively for use in performing services or construction for the Project. If the Architect rightfully terminates
this Agreement for cause as provided in Section 9.4, the license granted in this Section 7.3 shall terminate.

$ 7.3.1 In the event the Owner uses the Instruments of Service without retaining the author of the Instruments of
Service, the Owner shall remove the author's seals. certifications and identification from the Instruments of Service
and hereby releases the Architect and Architect's consultant(s) from all claims and causes of action arising from
such uses. The Owner, to the extent permitted by law, further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Architect
and its consultants from all costs and expenses, including the cost ofdefense, related to claims and causes ofaction
asserted by any third person or entity to the extent such costs and expenses arise ffom the Owner's use ofthe
Instruments of Service under this Section 7.3.1. The terms of this Section 7.3.1 shall not apply if the Owner
rightfully terminates this Agreement for cause under Section 9.4.

$ 7.4 Except for the licenses granted in this Article 7, no other license or right shall be deemed granted or implied
under this Agreement. The Owner shall not assign, delegate, sublicense, pledge or otherwise transfer any license
granted herein to another par¡y without the prior written agreement of the Architect. Any unauthorized use of the
Instruments of Service shall be at the Owner's sole risk and without liabiliry to the Architect and the Architect's
consultants.

ARTICLE 8 CLAIMS AND DISPUTES

s 8.1 GENERAL

$ 8.1.1 The Owner and Architect shall commence all claims and causes of action, whether in contract, tort, or
otherwise, against the other arising out of or related to this Agreement in accordance with the requirements of the
method of binding dispute resolution selected in this Agreement within the period specified by applicable law, but in
any çase not more than 10 years after the date of Substantial Completion of the Work. The Owner and Architect
waive all claims and causes of action not commenced in accordance with this Section 8.1.1.

$ 8.1.2 To the extent damages are covered by property insurance, the Owner and Architect waive all rights against
each other and against the contractors, consultants, agents and employees ofthe other for damages, except such
rights as they may have to the proceeds of such insurance as set forth in AIA Document 

^2011007, 
General

Conditions of the Contract for Construction. The Owner or the Architect, as appropriate, shall require of the
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contractors, consultants, agents and employees of any of them similar waivers in favor of the other parties
enumerated herein.

$ 8'1.3 The Architect and Owner waive consequential damages for claims, disputes or other matters in question
arising out of or relating to this Agreernent. This mutual waiver is applicable, without limitation, to all ôonsequential
damages due to either party's termination of this Agreement, except as specifically provided in Section 9.7.

$ 8.2 MEDTAT|ON

$ 8.2.1 Any claim, dispute or other uratter in question arising out of or related to this Agreement shall be subject to
mediation as a condition precedent to binding dispute resolution. If such matter relates to or is the subject ot:a lien
arising out of the Architect's services, the Architect may proceed in accordance with applicable law to comply with
the lien notice or filing deadlines prior to resolution of the matter by mediation or by binding dispute resolution.

$ 8.2.2 The Owner and Architect shall endeavor to resolve claims, disputes and other matters in question between
them by mediation which, unless the parties mutually agree otherwise, shall be administered by the American
Arbitration Association in accordance with its Construction Industry Mediation Procedures in effect on the date of
the Agreement. A request for mediation shall be made in writing, delivered to the other party to the Agreement, and
filed with the person or entity administering the mediation. The request may be made concurrently with the f,rling of
a complaint or other appropriate demand for binding dispute resolution but, in such event, mediation shall p.oce.d in
advance ofbinding dispute resolution proceedings, which shall be stayed pending mediation for a period oiOO days
from the date offiling, unless stayed for a longer period by agreement ofthe parties or court order. Ifan arbitration
proceeding is stayed pursuant to this section, the parties may nonetheless proceed to the selection ofthe arbitrator(s)
and agree upon a schedule for later proceedings.

$ 8.2.3 The parties shall share the mediator's fee and any filing fees equally. The mediation shall be held in the place
where the Project is located, unless another location is mutually agreed upon. Agreements reached in mediation shall
be enforceable as settlement agreements in any court having jurisdiction thereof.

In the event ofa suspension ofservices, the
Architect shall have no liability to the Owner for delay or damage caused the Owner because of such suspension of
services. Before resuming services, the Architect shall be paid all sums due prior to suspension and any expenses
incurred in the intenuption and resumption of the Architect's services. The Architect's fees for the remaining
services and the time schedules shall be equitably adjusted.

$ 9.2 If the Owner suspends the Prqþ+-, !pþç!-sl sJartlhglgglthe Architect shall be compensated for services
performed prior to notice of such suspension. When the Project is resumed, the Architect shall be compensated for
expenses incurred in the interruption and resumption of the Architect's services. The Architect's fees for the
remaining services and the time schedules shall be equitably adjusted.

$ 9.3 If the Owner suspends the Project for more than 90 cumulative days for reasons other than the fault of the
Architect, the Architect may terminate this Agreement by giving not less than seven days' written notice.

$ 9,4 Either parly may terminate this Agreement upon not less than seven-10 days' written notice should the other
party fail substantially to perform in accordance with the terms of this Agreement through no fault of the party
initiating the termination.

$ 9.5 The Owner may terminate this Agreement upon not less than seven-1O days' written notice to the Architect for
the Owner's convenience and without cause.

However, the Architect's materials shall not include
the Owner's confidential or proprietary information if the Owner has previously advised the Architect in writing of
the specific information considered by the Owner to be confidential or proprietary. The Owner shall provide
professional credit for the Architect in the Owner's promotional materials for the Project.

$ 10'8 If the Architect or Owner receives information specifically designated by the other parly as "confidential" or
"business proprietary," the receiving party shall keep such information strictly confidential and shall not disclose it
to any other person except to (1) its employees, (2) those who need to know the content ofsuch information in order
to perform services or construction solely and exclusively for the Project, or (3) its consultants and contractors
whose contracts include similar restrictions on the use of confidential information.

$ 3'2.3 The Constl'uction Nlanager shall prepare, and delivel to the Olwrer, a written Construction Management Plan
that includes, at a nrinitnum, the following: {l ) prelirninary evaluations required in Section 3.2.2, (2) a project
schedule, (3) cost estimates, (4) recomrnendations tbr Ploject delively nrethod, and (5) ContLactors' scopes of Wo¡k,
if nultiple Contractors or fàst-track construction r'vill be used. The Construction l\{anagel shall periodically update
the Constluction \4anagement Plan over.the course ofthe Project.
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S 3.2.4 Based on preliminary design and other design criteria prepared by the A¡chitect, the Construction Manager
shalI prepare preliminary estimates of the Cost of the Work or the cost of program requilements using area, volume
or similar conceptual estimating techniques for the Architecf's revier.v and Orvner's approval. If the Architect
suggests alternative nratelials and systems, the Construction lVanager shall provide cost evalirations ofthose
alternative materials and systems and may also provide its own suggestions.

$ 3.2.5 The Constluction Manager shall expeditiously review design clocuments during their development and
advise the Owner and Architect on proposecl site use and implovements, selectíon of materials, and building systems
and equipment. The Construction Manager shall also provide t'ecommendations to the Owner and Architect on
constructability, availability of materials and labor, sequencing fbr phased construction, time requirements for
procuremenl, installation and constluction, and factors lelated to construction cost including, but not limited to, costs
ofalternative designs or nratelials, prcliminary budgets, life-cycle data, and possibte cost reductions.

$ 3'2'6 The Conslruction Manager shall prepare and periodically update the Project schedule included in the
Consh'uction Management Plan for the Architect's review and the Owner's acceptance. The Construction ùfanager
shall obtain the Architect's approval for the portion ofthe Project schedule relating to the performance ofthe
Architect's services. The Project schedule shall coordinate and integrate the Construction Manager's services, the
Architect's services, other Owner consultants' services, and the Own*'s responsibilities ancl highlight items that
coulcl affect the Project's timely completion.

S 3.2'7 As the Alchitect progresses with the preparation of the Schernatic Ðesign, Design Development and
Cotrstruction Documents, the Conshuction Manager shall prepare and update, at applopliate intervals agr.eed to by
the Orvner', Construction Manager and Ärchìtect, estimates of the Cost of the \\¡ork of increasing detail and
refinement. The Constt'uction Manager shall include appropriate contingencies for design, bidding or ilegotìating,
price escalation, and market conclítions in the estimates of the Cost of the Work. Such estimates shall be provided
for ihe Architect's t'eview and the Orvner's approval. The Constluction Manager shall advise the Orvner and
Architect if it appeals that the Cost of the Work may exceed the Owner's budget and make recommendations for
co¡rective action.

$ 3.2.8 As the Architect progresses with the preparation of the Schematic Design, I)esign Development and
Consftuction Documcnts, the Construction Marrager shall consult with the Owner and Ar.chitect and make
t'ecommendations whenever the Consh'uction Manager determines that design details adversely affect
constructability, cost or schedules.

$ 3.2.9 The Constrirction tvlanager shall provide recommendations ancl information to the O,,vner and Architect
regarding the assignment ofresponsibilities for tenrporary Ploject facilities and equipment, materials and selvices
for conrnton use of the Contractors. The Construction l\,larrager shall verify tliat such requilements and assignment
ofresponsibilities are included in the proposed Contract Docunlents.

S 3,2.10 The Constrtrction Manager shall provide reco¡¡nrendations and inforrnation to the Owner regar.ding tlre
allocation ofresponsibilities for safety programs antong the Contractor.s.

S 3'2'11 The Constt'uction Manager shall provide recommenclations to the OrvneL on the clivision of the Project into
individual Contracts for the constr¡.rction of va¡ious categories of Work, including the nlethod to be used for
selecting Contractors and arvarding Contracts. If muttiple Contracts are to be alvarded, the Constl'uction Manager
shall revie',v the Drarvings and Specifications and nlake recommcndations as lequiled to plovide that ( I ) the Work of
the Contlactors is coordinated, (2) all requirenrents for the Project are assigned to the appropriate Contract, (3) the
likelihood ofjurisdictional disputes is nrinimized, and (4) proper coordination is plovided for phased construction.

5 3.2.12 The Construction Manager shall update the Ploject schedule to include the conrponents of the Wolk,
including phasing ofconstruction, tinres ofcommencement and conrpletion required ofeach Contractor, otderitlg
and delivery ofploducts, including those that must be ordered lvell in advance ofconstluction, and the occupancy
requirements of the Owner.

S 3.2.13 The Construction Manager shall expedite and coolclinate the ordering and delively of matelials, including
those that must be oldered well in advance ofconstruction.
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$ 3.2.14 T'he Constluction Manager shall assist the Owner in selecting, retaining and coordinating the protèssional
services olsurveyors, special consultanfs and testing laboratories required for the Project.

S 3.2.15 The Construction Manager shall provide an analysis of the fypes and quantities of labor lequired for the
Project and review the availability ofappropriate categories oflabor required lor clitlcal phases. The Construction
Manager shall make recommendations for actions designed to minimize adverse effects of labor shortages,

S 3.2.16 The Construction Manager shall assist the Owner in obtainiug infolniation regarding applicable
requirements for equal employment oppoltunity progrâms! and other prograrns as may be required by governnrental
and for quasi governmental authorities for inclusion in the Contract Documents.

S 3.2.17 Following the Owner's approval olthe Drawings and Specifications, the Construction Manager shall update
and submit the latest estimate of thc Cost of the Work and the Ploject schedule for the Alchitect's revie,,v and the
Owner's approval.

S 3.2.18 The Construction Manager shall subnlit the list of prospective biclders for the Architect's review and the
OwneL's approval.

S 3.2.19 The Construction Manager shall develop bicldels' interest in the Ploject and establish bidding schedules.
Tlie Construction Manager, with the assistance of the Architect, shall issue biclding doct¡rnenis to bidders and
conduct pre-bid conferences wíth prospectíve bidders. The Constluction N4anagel shall issue the curlent Ploject
schedule rvith each set of bi<lding documents. The Construction Manager shall assist the Architect lvith regard to
questions &om bidders and with the issuance ofadclenda.

S 3.2,20 The Construction Manager shall receive bids, plepare bid analyses and make recommendations to the
Owner for the Owner's awald of Contracts or lejection of bids.

If the Orvner and Contlactor modiS AIA
Document A232=2009, those modifications shall not affect the Construction N4anager's services undcr this
Agreemenf unless the Olvner and the Consh'uction Manager amend this Agreernent.

$ 3.3.4 The Constrnction Manager shall provide adntinistrative, managenrent and related services to coordinate
sclreduled activities and lesponsibilities of the Multiple Prime Contractors with each other and with those of the
Construction \,fanager, the Owner and the Architect. The Constluction Manager shall coordinate the activities of the
lr4ultiple Prime Contractors in accoldance with the latest approved Project schedule and the Contract Documents.

$ 3.3.5 Utitizing the constluction schedules provided by the lvluttipte Prinle Contractors, the Construction Manager
shall update the Ploject schedule, incolporating the activities of the Owner, Architect, and Multiple Prime
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Contractors on the Project, inctuding activity sequences and durations, allocation of labor and materials, plocessing
of Shop Drarvings, Product Data and Samples, and delively and procurement of products, including those that must
be oldered rvell ín advance olconstruction. The Project schedule shall include the Owner's occupancy requirernents
sholving portions ofthe Project having occupancy priority. The Construction Manager shall update and reissue the
Project schedule as t'equired to show current conditions. Ifan update indicates that the previously approved Project
scliedule may not bo met, the Construction lv{anager shall recommend corective action, if any, to the Owner and
Alchitect,

$ 3.3.6 The Constructíon lv{anager sh¿rll schedule and conduct rneetings to discuss such rnatters as plocedures,
progtess, coordination, and scheduling of the Work. The Construction Manager shall prepare and promptly
distribute minuies to the Owner, Architect and Multiple Prime Contractors.

$ 3.3.7 Utilizing information ñom the Multiple Prime Contractors, the Construction Manager shall schedule and
coordinate the sequence of construction and assignment of space in areas where the Multiple Prime Contractors are
perforrning Work, in accordance with the Contract Documents and the latest approved Project schedule.

$ 3,3,8 The Constrttction Manager shall schcdule all tests and inspections lequired by the Contract Docutnents or
governmental authorities, and arrange for the delivery of test and inspection leports to the O',vner and Architect.

$ 3.3,9 The Construction Managel shall encleavol to obtain satisfactory pcrformance fi'om each of the Multiple
Printe Contractors. The Construction Manager shall recommend courses of action to the Owner when requirements
of a Contract are not being futfilled.

S 3.3,10 The Construction Manager shall monitor and evaluate actual costs for activities in progress and estimates
for uncornpleted tasks and advise the Orvner and Alchitect as to variances betr,veen actual and budgeted or estirnated
costs. If the Contractot' is required to submit a Control Estirnate, the Construction Manager shall nieet with the
Owner atrd Contractor to review the Control Estimate. The Construction Manager shall promptly notiS the
Cotrtractor if there are any inconsistencies or inaccuracies in the intbrmation presented. The Constluction Manager
shall also report the Contractor's cost control information to the Oqner.

S 3.3,11 The Constmction ìVlanager shall develop cash flor.v repolts and lorecasts for the Ploject.

S 3.3,12 The Construction Manager shall maintain accounting records on authorized Work performed r,rnder unit
costs, additional Work performed on the basis of actual costs of labol and matelials, and other Wot'k recluiring
accounting records.

S 3.3.12'1 The Construction Manager shall develop and inrpleuent procedures for the revìe'"v and processing of
Applications tbr Payrnent by Multiple Prime Contractors fbl pl'ogress and final paynlents.

S 3'3.12.2 Not ntore fiequently than rnonthly, the Constluction Manager shall revierv and certifu the arnounts clue the
respective Contractors as fol lorvs:

'1 Where there is only one Contlactor responsible ftrr performing the Work, the Construction Manager
shall. within seven days after the Construction Managel receives the Contractor's Application ior
Payment, revielv the Application, certifo the amount the Constluction Manager determines is due the
Contractor, and lblrvard the Conh'actor''s Application and Certificate for Payment to the Architect.

.2 Whele thet'e are lr4ultiple R ime Conttactors lesponsìble fol peribrming diffèrent portions of the
Project, the Consh'uction Manager shatl, within seven days aftel the Construction Manager leceives
each Contractor's Application ior Payment: (l) revierv the Applications and certiiy fhe anlount the
Consh'rtction Managet'determines is due each Contractor, (2) prepale a Summary of Contractors'

thc Construction Managcr determines is due all ir4ultiple Prime Contractors collcctivcly, anct (5)
folrvald the Surrrrnaly of Contractors' Applications f'ol Payrnent and Project Application and
Certificate for Payrnent to the Al'chitect.

S 3.3.12,3 Tlte Constlr-rction Manager's certiltcation lor payrnent shall constitute a replesentation to the Onarer,
based on the Construction lvfanager"s evaluations olthe Work and on the data comprising the Contractors'
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Applications fol Payment, that, to the best of the Construciion V{anager's knowlcdgc, information and belicf, thc
Work has progressed 1o the point indicated and the quality of the Work is in accordance rvith the Contract
Documents. The foregoing representations are subject to an evaluation olthe Work for confi:rmance with the
Contract Documents upon Substantial Cornpletion, to resr.rlts of subsequent tests and inspections, to correction of
minor deviations ûom the Contract I)ocuments prior to completion and to specific qualifications expr.essecl by the
Const|uclion Manager. The issuance ola Certificate for Payment shall fulther constitute a recommentlation to the
Architect and O*ter that the Contractor be paid the amount certified.
