c. The need for various mental health services is so much greater than the
resources that are available. This resolution will not fix all the problems we
experience in this area but this resolution is a start and we need to start
somewhere. Cynthia supports the bonding bill and requested that our County
also support the resolution.

d. Commissioner Marcotte inquired how many counties had supported the
resolution so far?

Aitkin County Board of Commissioners,

I'have included price quotes for Police Package Ford vehicles. There are quotes
for a sedan (Ford Taurus) and quotes for an SUV (Ford Explorer).

I have confined the quotes to Ford vehicles only since Chevrolet has
discontinued production on Police Package vehicles, with the exception of the
Chevrolet Tahoe. In the past, the Tahoe has been priced considerably higher so I
did not price one this year. Dodge does manufacture Police Package vehicles but it
would be cost prohibited to consider Dodge since there is no local dealership and
considerable time is invested in maintenance, warranty service, and recalls.

I recommend the purchase of “2” Ford Taurus (sedans) from Ford of Hibbing at
the state bid price of $24,625.45 per vehicle for a total cost of $49,250.90. I also
recommend the purchase of “2” Ford Explorers (SUVs) from Ford of Hibbing at
the state bid price of $28,784.95 for a total of $57,569.90. The total cost for the 4
vehicles recommended is $106,820.80. Sheriff Turner budgeted $115,000. for
2018.
