Summary of lssue:

The County Board passed a motion to restrict access to the taxpayer name search function at the Febru ary 13,2018,
Board meeting. This restriction was made to the free public-facing LINK GIS website. Please see the attached meeting
minutes and the memo from that meeting.

Sínce this change, a township has contacted me regarding a subscription to the LINK GIS website. We currently have
several subscribers that pay $180 per year to access the subscription site. The subscription site allows taxpayer name
search. All of the subscribers are private businesses that perform real estate related services.

There is a Minnesota Statute that requires governments to share GIS data with other government agencies at no cost.
However, it does not specify what format the GIS data should be in when it's provided.

Since we have a subscription service up and running, we could provide the data to the townships and cities at no
additional cost other than staff time.

Alternatives, Options, Effects on Others/Comments:
We may provide this data to other local governments in formats other than a website.

The free public-facing Aitkin county Geographic. lnformation System (GlS) currenfly allows all users the ability to searchfor parcel data using taxpayer name. This functionality has concerned law enforcement and other staff due to the easeby which any user, incruding criminars, can search for data on the Grs.

Many countles in Minnesota do not allow this functionality. Please see the attached page for a copy of a map thatshows which counties allow lhis type of search capability. Dan Haasken, GIS coordinaîor, recen¡y surveyed countiesto create this map to enable the Board to make a more informed decision on th¡s matter.

A group consisting of Sheriff Scott ïurner, Attorney Jim Ratz, Administrator Jessica Seibert, Assessor Mike Dangers,and GIS coordinator Dan Haasken, met on several occasions to discuss and consider alternatives regarding this topic,we have come to a consensus and request that the county Board pass a motion to direct county staff to not allow thepublic the ability to search for data on the Gls system using taxpayb, na*e. There a¡e several other search methodsavailable that would not be affected by this change.
