l. Undcr Minnesota Statutes $ 868.701 & .705 the State is empowered to enter into this grant.
2, The St¡ts is in need of Sheriffs duties to carry out the provisions of Chapter 868 and the Boat and llVater Safety Rules, hercinafter referrcd to as

the "Minnesota Rules", including patrol, enforcemen! search and rescue, wat€rcn¡& inspcction, issuance of temporary structure & event.
permits, waterway marking and accidcnt investigÊtion, all hercinafter refened to as the "Shcriffs Duties".

3. The Cruntee repres€nts that it is duty qualified and agrces to perform all services described in this grantagreement to the satisfaction ofthe
State. Pursuant to lvlinnesota Statute $168.98 Subdivision l, the Grantee agrees to minimize administrative cosls ¡ts a condition of this grant.

Granteer¡ Duties
The Grantee, who is not a state employeg will provide county streriffservices for boat and watersafcty activities. As stated in Minnesota
Statute $ 868.701, the Grantee will submit to the Stats a spending plan (Exhibit "4", which ís attãched and incorporat€d into this grant) along
with tbis form to carry ou¡ th€ Sheriffs Duties. Bo¡t and water s¡¡fety activities are those outlined in Minnesota Statutes g 868, Mlnneiota
Rules, Chapter 6 I I O search and recovery operations in thc waters of th€ Statc and the portions of Chaptø ló94 that are applicable to
motorboats. Exh¡bit "B", which is attached and incorporated into this grant further defines the allowable expendihrres. The Grantee is
responsible for maintaining an adequate conflict of intgr€st policy throughout thc term of this grant contract. The Grantee shall monitor and
repon ûny sctual, potential or perceived conflicts of interest to the State's Authorized Representative.

Reporting Requirements: Tho Grantee must satisfactorily submit all activity and financial reports by the date(s) requestcd by the Strate, unless
the State grants 0n extension in writing. Exhibit "B", which is attached and incorpo¡ated into thís grant furlher defines reporting requirements.

Time
The Grantee must comply with all the time requirements described in lhis granl agre€rnent. In the performance of lhis grant agr€emenÇ time is
ofthe essence.

4 Consideration and Payment
4.1 Consíderollon Thc State will pay for all services pertbrmed by the Grantee under this grant agr€ement as follows:

(a) Cotnpensafion Thc Grantee will bc paid for all bo¡t and water safcty activ¡ties pcrformed by lhe Grantee during the term of the
grant up to Twcnw-onc thousand seven hundrcd twentv-fivc dollars ($21.725).

(b) Tolal Obllgøilon The total obligation of the State for all compensation and reimbunements to the Grantee under this grant' agfeement will not exceed Twentv-one lhousa¡ld seven hundred twcnlv-five doll¡rs 1321.725).
4.2 Pøyment

(a) Involces. The State will promptly pay th€ Grantee after the Grantee pr€sçnts an itemized invoice for the services actuolly performed
and the State's Authorized Representative accepts the invoiced scrvices. Invoiccs shall be submitted in a form prescribed by the

(b) Federøltunds. (Wherc applicable, if blank this section does not apply) Payments under this grant agr€ement will be made from
federal funds obtaincd by the State through Tille NA CFDA number_ of the _ Act of_. The Grantee is
responsible for compliance with all federal requirements imposed on lhese funds and accepts fr¡ll financial responsibilþ for any
requirements imposcd by the Grantec's failure to comply with federal requirements.

Asslgnmont, Arnendments, lVaiver, and Grant Agreement Complete
7.1 Asslgnment The Grantee shall neither assign nor transfer any rights or obligations under this grant agreement rvhhout the prior

written consent ofthe Ståte, approved by the same parties who executed and approvcd this grant agreemcnt, or their successors in
office.

7,2 Amendmenlo. Any amcndments to this grant agre€ment must be in writing and will not bc effective until it has been executed and
approved by the same parties who executed and approved the originat grant agreement, or lheir successon¡ in ofüce.

7 .3 llqlver. If the Statc fails to cnforce any provision of this grant agreement, that failure doss not waiye the provision or the State's right
to enforce it.

7,4 Grant Agreaneilt Cot tplef¿ This gr¡¡nt agrccmsnl including Exhibits "4" 0nd "B," contûin$ all negotiations and agreements
bctwecn the Stûte and lhc Grantee. No other understanding regarding this grant agreement, whelher written or oral, may be used to
bind either party.

Liability
The Grantee must indemniS, save, and hold the State, its agcnts, snd ernployees harmlcss from any claims or causcs of action, including
attorney's fees incuü€d by the State, arising &om the performancc of ütis grant sgreement by the Grantee or the Crûnt€e's agents or
employees. This clause will not be construed to bar any legal remedies the Grantee may have for the State's failure to ñ¡lñll its obligations
under this grânt agreement.

Audits (Strte and Single)

l2.l Publlclry. Any publicity regarding the subject motter of this gant agresm€nt must identif the State os the sponsoring agcncy and

must not bc relessed without prior written approval from the State's Authorized Representative. For purposes of this provision,
publicity includes notices, informational pamphleis, prc-ss releases, tescarch, ¡eports, signs, and similar public notices preparcd by or
for the Grantee individually orjointly with others, or any subconlractors \ryith r€spect to the prograrn, publicatíong or se¡ricæ
provided rcsulting from this grant agrcement.

12,2 Endorsemenf, The Grontee must not claim that the State endorses its products or services.

Governing Law, Jurisdiclion, rnd Vonue
Minnesota law, wíthout regard to its choice-of-law provisions, governs this grant agrrement. Venuc for all legal proceedings out of this
grant sgr€emenl or its breach, must be in the appropriate state or federal court with competent jurisdiction in Ramsey County, Minnesota.

Termin¡tlon
l4.l Te¡nlnøllon by the Støe The State may immediately terminate this gront agreem€nt with or wíthout cause, upon 30 days'written

not¡ce to the Grantee. Upon termination, the Grantee will be entitled to payment, determined on a pro rata basis, for services
satisfactorily performed.

14.2 Tormin¡tlon for C¡use. The State may immediately tenninate this grant contrsct if thc Statc finds that lhere has been a failure to
comply with the provisions of this grant contract, that reasonable progress has not bcen madc or that th€ purposes for which thc ñ.¡nds
were grûnted havc not been or will not be fulfilled. The Shte may take action to prot€ct lhe inte¡csts of the State of Minnesota,
including the reñ¡sal to disburse additional ñ¡nds and requiring the return ofall or part ofthe frrnds already disbuned,

14.3 Terminatlon for lneufficlent Funding. The State may immediately terminate this grant contract if:
a) It does not obtain funding from the Minnesota Lcgislaorc
b) Ox if funding cannot be continu€d at a lcvel suffiqicnt to allow for thc payment of the serviccs covered hcrc. Termination must be
by written or fax noticc to the Grantee. Thc State is not obligated to pay for any services that are provided añer notice and effective
date of termination. However, the Grantee will be entitled to payment, determined on a pro rata basis, for services satisfoctorily
performed to the extent lhat funds arc available. The State will not be assessed any penalty if thc contract is terminued because of the
decision of thc Minnesota Legislature, or other ftinding source, not to appropriate fr¡nds. Thc State must provide the Orantee notice of
the lack of fundíng within a reasonable time of lhe St¡te's receiving that notice.

Dato Disclosure
Under Minnesota Stôtute $ 2?0C.65, Subdivision 3, and other applicable law, the Grantee cons€nts to dísclosure of its socíal security
numbcr, fcderal employer tax identÍfication number, and/or Minnesota tax identification number, alrcady provided to the State, to federal
and state tax agcncies and stote personnel involved in the poyment ofst*e obligations. Thesc idsntification numbers moy be used in thc
enforcçment of federal and stste tax laws which could result in action requiring the Grantce to filc state tax rcturns and poy delinqucnt state
tax liabilitieg if any.

Invasive'Specios Prevention
woRK stTES tvtTH KNOWN AQUATIC INVASTVE SPECTES INFESTATTONS
Crantces and subcontractors must foltow Minnesota DNR's Operational Order I 13, which requires preventing or limiting thc introduction,
est¡blishment and spread of invasive species during sct¡vities on public waters and DNR-edministered lands. This applies to all activities
pcrformed on all lands under this gant agreement and is not limited to lands under DNR conrol or public waters. Opsrational Order I 13 is
incorporated into this grant agreement by reference and may be found at
http;//files.dnr.s(fltp.mn.ulassistancç/srantyhabilat/heritaqe/ooo¡der I ll.Bdfl Dutics are listed in Op Order I 13 under Scctions Il and III
(p. 5-8).

The grantee shall be responsible for becoming familiar with the location of any known infestations of oquatic pests. Ths DNR Infested
Wsters list is found at htlpslA¡'ww.dn¡.st¡te.mn.us/invasivcs/ais/infested.html. The grantec shall prcvent invasÍve species from entering
into or spreading. within a project site by cleaning equipmcnt and clothing prior to arriving at the project site.

îho grantee shall ensure that all equipment and clothing used for work in infested waters has been adequafely decontaminated for (ex.
zebra mussels) invasive species prior tp being used in non-infested waters. All equipment and clothing íncluding but not limited to waders,
lrackcd vehicles, barges, boats, turbidity curtain, shect pilc, and pumps that comes in contact with any infested waters must be thoroughly
decontaminated. The grantee shall use the following inspection and removal procedures for decontaminûtion prior to entering and when
lcaving the water body:
a. Prior to leaving the waterbod¡ drain all water Êom equipmen! boats, trailers, bilges, live wells, coolers, bait buckets, engine

compsrtments and any other areas where w[ter may be trapped or contained. Immediately after leaving the water bod¡ drain water
from transom wells ooto dry land.

b, Inspect boat hulls, propellers, trailers and other surfaces, scrape offany attached mussels, remove any aquatic plant material (fragments,
stems, leaveg or roots) and dispose of removed mussels and plants in a garbage can prior to transporting any equipment on public
roads.

c. Flush boats (inside and outside) and all other equipment with hot water of 105 - I l0 degrees F for a period of 30 minutes or 140
dcgrees F for a period of 5 minutes; or, instead of flushing equipment, leave the equipment in a location so that it dries completety for
a minimum of at least 5 consecutive full days. A car wash can be used for cleaning,

d, If equipment or clothing arrives at the project sitc with soil, aggregate moterial, mulch, vegctation (including seeds) or animals, it shall
be clcaned by grantee furnished tool or equipment (brush/broom, compressed air or pressure wnsher) at the staging area. The grantee
shall dispose of m¡terial cleaned ftom equipment and clothing at â location determined by the DNR Grant Administrator or their
rcpresentative. Ifthe material cannot be disposed of onsitc, secure material prior to hansport (sealed container, covered truck, or wrap
wlth tarp) ond legally dispose of offsite.

e. Before rcuse, aquatic equipment used in invertebrate infested waters shall be dried, rinsed with hot water or power washed to remove
invertebrales. Aquatic equipment used in pathogen infested water(s) shall be disinfccted, ac'cording to Appendix A" immediately afler
exiting water.
